Today, Monday the 25", T arrived here in the evening to fierce wind, snow and terrible
cold. Tomorrow, God willing, we will leave. Your letter,* your tender letter written down by
the hand of Herr Johannes,’ reached me safely. [5] I hope to reach Salzburg on Thursday
afternoon.® Addio. Keep well. I must hurry, the post is leaving. As always your Mzt.

The gloves have been purchased.
MOZART’S POSTSCRIPT TO HIS SISTER:

My handkiss to Mama and I kiss you a thousand times. I am well, praise and thanks to
God. Addio. I hope to see and talk to both of you in person soon. [10]
