 We find ourselves very well, thanks be to God. I hope Mama will also be in good health. 

[5] À propos,3 are the canary, the tit and the red-capped finch still alive, or have you let the 

birds starve?  

We will come back home at the end of this Carnival; in the meantime, my pupils should 

simply practice, and Herr Schulz4 the clergyman should be so kind as to go to the Zezis’ Waberl5 

a couple of times a week; also, if he wishes, [10] to Fräulein Antretter6 and make her practice her 

pieces. 

 

LEOPOLD MOZART’S POSTSCRIPT: 

 

 We have people here with us and I can only write to you in haste that I, yes, all of us, 

praise God, are in good health. I am sorry about poor Marschall.7 Wolfgn.’s opera8 has been 

performed again, but they had to shorten it because of the sick singer.9  

[15] As far as this singer is concerned, there would have been plenty to write, she was 

miserable. I will tell you everything in person. Keep well and go to the ball at the Town Hall. We 

kiss you many 10 000 times. My compliments to all. I am as always your
