0451. MARIA ANNA MOZART TO HER HUSBAND, SALZBURG; POSTSCRIPT BY MOZART

"Monsieur / Monsieur Leopold Mozart / maitre de la Chapelle de S:A:R: /
L’archeveque de et a / Salzbourg. / par Augspurg / Strasbourg®

My dear husband, Paris, 29" May, 1778

Your letter® of the 29" April reached us safely and we are happy to gather from it
[5] that you, along with Nannerl, are in good health, the news lifted my spirits
uncommonly. While I feel heartily sorry for the Auers’ Sandl,* on the other hand I do hope
she will in the meantime have all her mental faculties again. As far as the Hafners’ Sigerl®
is concerned, I laughed heartily, for I know the serving girl, she is a good acquaintance of
our Nandl,® [10] who deceived us so, and often called on her and is also related. She is a
brewer’s daughter from Uttendorff,” but she cannot be more than 26 years old, she only
looks old because she was worked to the bone at the colonel’s.® If he has married her, he
has found a charming match, may God bless it for him. He has no reason for jealousy with
her, for it is certain that no-one will fall in love with her. [15] Regarding war, not much is
heard here, but I certainly believe what you wrote about the King in Prussia’ trying to find
alliances, but it could be difficult, for it is not easy for Russia as far as the Turk is
concerned, for the Turks are thoroughly inclined to war. The Swedes can do nothing, it is
impossible, for the King of France has 30000 of them as auxiliaries and pays 12 million
livres every year, [20] and with Denmark there is nothing either, for her entire strength is
around 30000 men, and then the whole country would be empty, and do you think they are
not shy of France, which is constantly busy cocking a snoot at the King of Prussia in front
of all the great powers. That is why he is not grasping the bull by the horns: elsewhere he
could never wait so long and always attacked right away [25] and didn’t think about it so
long. Here the whole town is firmly on the Imperial side,'® except the Lutherans, perhaps
not all, but there are some, for the Emperor made himself very popular during his stay
here.!! Something for Na[n]nerl: tell her she should get hold of a dainty walking stick, for
here the greatest fashion is for all women [30] |: except the maids :| to walk with sticks to
the churches, on visits, strolls, wherever they go; on the streets, of course not in coaches,
no-one goes on foot without a stick because it is so slippery walking here, especially after it
has rained. Some time ago a woman sprained her foot, upon which a doctor said it would be
better if women made use of sticks [35] and thus it at once became the fashion. By the way,
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it is thoroughly expensive here: a &!2 of good butter costs 30 to 40 sols,'> the bad kind,
which cannot be used, 24 sols. A & beef 10 sols, veal 12 to 14 sols, a leg of lamb 3 livres,'*
a young chicken 3 /ivres, the wine expensive and bad, all spoiled by the innkeepers. It is
more expensive than in England when we were there. [40] With one louis d or'> one cannot
get further than with one Bavarian thaler in Germany, and with one thaler one does not get
further than with 24 kreuzers at home. Everything is twice as expensive as it was before.
Otherwise we are well, praise and thanks be to God, and would wish for nothing more than
to have both of you here with us. [45] I will not forget to let blood,'® I must first look for a
good barber. Here it is no longer so much in use as before; how all fashions change! To
Herr Andretter the cornet'” we send our compliments; we are sorry that Herr Bullinger!®
was ill, we are glad he is better again. We commend ourselves to him and to my dear
Salerl:'® [50] what, then, is she doing, does she still think of me? I and Wolfgang often
speak of her, oh, how often do we speak of our acquaintances in Salzburg when we sit
together to eat in the evening. Adio, keep well, both of you, I kiss you many 10000 times
and remain your faithful wife Marianna Mozart. To all good friends, both gentlemen and
ladies, [55] all imaginable good wishes from us, I send greetings to Thresel.?°

MOZART’S POSTSCRIPT:

I am, praise and thanks be to God, quite tolerably well; otherwise, however, I often do not
know if I am being clubbed or stabbed — — I feel neither cold nor hot — nothing brings me
much joy; but what most lifts me up and keeps me in good spirits is the thought that you,
dearest Papa, and my dear sister are well [60] — that I am an honest German, — and that,
even if [ am not always allowed to speak — I am indeed at least allowed to think what I like.
But that is also the only thing. Yesterday I was at esteemed Count von Siickingen’s, the
ambassador of the Electoral Palatinate,?! for the second time?? |: for I have already dined
there once with Herr Wendling?® and Raaff?>* :|; he is, [65] I don’t know if I have already
written saying this, a charming gentleman and a passionate lover and true connoisseur of
music.
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There I spent 8 hours, entirely alone with him. We were at the clavier the whole
time, morning and afternoon until 10 o’clock; went through all kinds of music — praised,
admired, reviewed, discussed and criticised. [70] He has around 30 opera scores. Now, |
must tell you that I have had the honour of seeing the French translation of your violin
school.? T believe it must be at least 8 years ago that it was translated. I was just in the
music shop to buy an euvre of sonatas by Chobert®® for a girl pupil. [75] But I will go there
at the next opportunity and look at it more closely so as to be able to write to you about it in
more detail, the last time I was in too much of a hurry. Now take the best of care of
yourself. I kiss your hands 1000 times and embrace my sister with my whole heart. Mes
complimens a tous mes amis, particulierement a M.*" Bullinger.*’
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
