Colloredo (1732-1812), Prince-Archbishop [Fiirst-Erzbischof] of Salzburg from 1772. Employer of Leopold
and, for two periods, of Wolfgang. Cf. No. 0263/9. At one point he dismissed both Leopold and Wolfgang,
although Leopold was later reinstated. Cf. No. 0328.

5 BD: Anton Cajetan Adlgasser (1729-1777), pupil of Eberlin. Salzburg court organist and composer. He
married three times; Leopold was a witness at two of the weddings.

December, 1777. His last hours are described in No. 0395/20 ff. He left 3 children: Viktoria (* 1753), Joseph
(* 1761), and Anna (* 1766).
