Little Leopoldl® looks Salzb., 16" Decemb.,
like a drinking crony! 1785

I have an answer from the organ builder Schmid:® he will try to be here for the new
year, [5] — will check the organs in the cathedral, — wood, — zinc, — work enough; anything
that is usable there he will buy and take over from Egedacher,* — then leave a journeyman
organ builder here to tune at court,’ — in the meantime he will go back to Stiihlingen® and
there sell everything that he does not need to drag here at great expense, [10] put everything
in order, and then return with his wife in spring. Now, since he will stay here for at least half
of January, he will no doubt need to spend some 6 weeks in Stiihlingen as well so as to find
takers for everything, especially the many tools, and perhaps to make arrangements for what
he still has in the way of work, — in addition, he seems to have indicated to me that his wife
may enter confinement during this time. [15] I too found this arrangement very good and have
already answered him.

Now what I forewarned my son about has happened. The Abduction is already
available as a keyboard reduction in Augspurg’ from the bookseller Stage® for 7 florins and I
don’t know how many kreuzers. It was reduced for clavier by the esteemed cathedral canon
Stark,” [20] — and also engraved in Maynz, and has been announced in the Augsburg
newspapers with a flourish of trumpets and many praises heaped on the famous Herr von
Mozart. If Torricella'® has already done a lot of engraving work on that, he will suffer a great
loss; — and your brother has wasted his time writing 2 acts which were finished up to the 3™
one.

[25] The wife of Court Counsellor von Hermes'' asked me, along with her compliments, to
remind my esteemed son,'? — whether you may have forgotten about the bottles in the glass
factory? She begs you urgently.

Last time I wrote that Leopoldl had a suppurating ear, then it came to the other ear too,
and finally he had the so-called arch'® all over his face. [30] He was, and also still is, always
cheerful and fresh, even though a lot of matter is oozing out, and the thing must also be
smarting astonishingly. They say, and it is quite natural too, that it is very beneficial to the
health once one has come through it because a great deal of sharp, unhealthy matter comes out

of the body. — He was asleep when the deputy administrator was here.!* The latter will bring
out the whole Lotto!® paraphernalia with him, [35] only I forgot the little board to lay the
marbles in.

The messenger'® is here now, and brought me the loin of ibex, my thanks to you both,

— regarding the tongue in the shoebuckle, I will have to send someone out to you so that he
can get it finished at once out there; [40] since I know of no-one in St. Gilgen who has such
skills in fitting tongues into shoe buckles. If I had more buckles, I would send them to him,
but, as it is, someone will have to lend him some for holy Christmas Day; I have given all my
transferable'” buckles away. Now we are facing a great predicament in the church music with
the violins too. Wenzl Sadlo'® has suffered a stroke and is completely lame on one side. They
have a little hope for him, since he is starting to feel pains in his arm and leg. — Now they
have resorted to the Kapellhaus'® boys. The 2 older Kapellhaus boys must now serve as
violinists in the church, so that he?® does not on any account need to employ Preyman?! or
spend any more money at all, because after Carnival, [50] on the recommendation of Count
Colloredo® in Venice, he is getting a young violinist from there, de Touche,”®> whose father
was a Frenchman. No-one knows what he can do, but he must certainly be outstanding
because he is an Italian, and on top of that his father was a Frenchman. It is indeed a fine
confusion which I observe with a smile on my face.
[55] From your last letter I was able to gather that you might believe I had sent
Marchand’s?* letter to you both so that you could read that he has invited me to Munich. But I
sent the letter only because of the business with Zweybriicken and the petition from the
citizenry.?® Leopoldl is very well provided for in my house, if I went to Munich for 12 or 14
days, [60] which I certainly will not do, however, for the sake of this old opera which I have
already seen; all the more so because I could not decide whether to go to Passau or to drive
out to you for a few days.

That the esteemed manager®® did not even get out of the coach and give you both the
pleasure of hearing 2 words of news about Leopoldl: this is — — [65] I do not know what name
I should christen this. Enough! I am seldom mistaken in what I think about people. After all,
he showed astonishing joy and chatted, God knows what he wanted to say to you both, how
much he liked the child etc. etc. The fact that the big, lazy praying nun, your cook, is an
appallingly indolent person has been confirmed to me in detail not only by the messenger and

all the women who come into town, [70] but also by the deputy administrator;?’ yes, now a
report has even come from the Ursuline nunnery itself saying she was unspeakably lazy and it
was for this reason that she would have had difficulty getting as far as taking her vows: even
Dr. Barisani®® said to her in my presence that work and exercise would be very beneficial for
her condition, which is entirely due to held-back menstruation periods.
